Hi Dave,

Last week I was called to the new KUA Ops Facility for pre-drywall electrical/plumbing rough-in inspection. I the course of that inspection I asked about the status of the floor drain system. The last I had heard was that they understood they would need to satisfy NH DES regs, which require a design, application, and permit. KUA had agreed to keep us in the loop. I have heard nothing from them about this since then. As I was inspecting the plumbing they showed me where the tank ports were protruding from the back/west drive area. The tank is in and buried, controls/alarms pending. I told the site supervisor that, as with any part of the project construction, we should have been called to see it before it was back filled. Iâ€™m not sure whether DES cares as long as they have an applicant on the hook (via the permit process) in the event ofÂ  a problem in the future.

This morning Doug responded with the message below, and you can see my response. In retrospect I think I should have spoken to you before responding. I hope you are ok with my response. Let me know if you want me to do anything further.

I have called Steve on this because I think there is a policy issue involved here: I think we should be more consistent in requiring that design docs for permits be submitted before work is started / covered, and that perhaps there should be consequences when that does not occur. KUA is probably the most capable of complying with the normal (design-review-approve-construct-inspect) process, but, at least in my experience, the most frequent offender.

Hi Doug,

For the drain collection system the Town's official interest is that the State regs are satisfied, and to be aware of the existence of hazardous materials and their control systems.
