The upper level appears complete 

or at the final paint stage with the exception of a section of wall to the left 


of the door by the entry where there is a wire protruding from a wall 


opening (weather station feed). On the lower level the grid is installed for 


a dropped ceiling and rough-in feeds are run for lights in the grid, but no 


enclosures. There are no smokes on the lower level and I suggested that he 

talk to you about locations, but that there should probably be at least two 


on that level (1 in boiler area, 1 in living space) Upstairs there are 



detectors in each bedroom, but I didn’t see one in the hall outside the 


bedrooms. I indicated that I thought there should be one in the hall, but I 


deferred to you. The gas range (400lbs) is in place, but Charlie said that 


there is a shut-off at the floor level, at the transition from the flex supply to 

copper gas line that drops into the basement and then outside to regulator 


and tank. (Do we or Bill Taylor do anything to check these installations?) 


Charlie indicated that he is waiting for the electrician to return to wore the 


lights in the suspended ceiling and that he was happy to install smoke/co 


detectors and that he would contact you to plan that work. He is anxious to 

move in before roads get messy and was asking about a C.O.  given that 


the upper level is complete and he doesn’t know when the electrician will 


be able to return. I deferred to you.



In thinking about that visit, I’m remembering that there were some 



penetrations in the boiler room electrical and radiant tubing that were not 


fire-stopped. If you are talking to Charlie you might mention it to him. I 


assume I will be returning for the final “Final”, but it will be easier if he 


takes care of it before the drop ceiling tiles are installed. I can call him 


directly if you want.
