The original plan was to have a 100 ampere service. After the two 2 inch conduits were buried, he decided he wanted 200 ampere service. I talked to the electrical and Tim and since they ran two inch pvc conduit that the only way to use what they had was to run copper wires, which they said would be too expensive. The electrician wanted to know if he could run two parallel runs to the house in the 2-two inch conduits that were buried. I checked the problem out with reliable source. They could run one set of wires for the 240vac 100ampere in one conduit and another set of 240vac 100 ampere in the other conduit. The wires have to be the same length and the be clamped at both ends so you would double the ampere of the total run. 


I check this out with Tim and that was the way it was completed. One of the issues I had was number 2 wire was used for the service entrance cables and that is only good up to 150 feet, the total run from the pole to the house was close to 300 feet, way too far for number 2, it should have been at least 1/0 wire. I told Tim I would draft a letter with my findings.
