I inspected the air handled to provide exhaust for the house and to bring in fresh air that will go through the heating/A/C system to heat or cool the incoming air. He has about two inches of spray foam in the rafters as well as fiberglass. For his main sewer pipe, he used four inch. He has radiant heat in the floors but with the thick wood floors he said he will need forced air heating as the wood provides too much insulation. Jim will start the rest of the electrical in December, after that the rest of the insulation will be installed.
