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Hi Dave,



Re: KUA health center in section. – I met w/Jason on-site. This was 

my first visit to the site and I’d seen no drawings for the project at 


that point. The interior had been gutted and new interior partitions 


were in place. The exterior walls had new metal stud walls installed 


inside the existing masonry walls to provide for new insulation and 


electrical. They had neglected to call before spray foam insulation 


was installed on the exterior walls and ceiling.  I was able to see 


framing, electrical and plumbing rough-in the interior partitions. 


Jason walked me through the project and apologized for not calling 


for the inspection at the right time.



The new wiring is bx, and what I could see appeared reasonably 


well installed. Most of the new branch circuits appear to run to a 


sub-panel located on the main floor. There was a new entrance 


panel (not installed at the time) to replace the existing main in the 


basement. They are not planning to change the location of the main 

entrance. The new service will be 200a and there is currently a 


conduit from the building to the pole at the street. There was new 


pex water supply lines and pvc dw&v piped to a new bathroom and 


various exam rooms, and all looked good. I did suggest air sealing 


at penetrations and around window jambs, which Jason said they 


would take care of. There are new windows throughout, which 


Jason said he believed meet egress requirements (worth checking 


on drawings). I did not see any indication of bath fans or other 


mechanical ventilation. Jason indicated that there will be a dropped 


ceiling which would allow for ductwork, but that he would check with 

Hunter to see what is planned. I believe that the energy code calls 


for controlled ventilation and that the building code calls for 



mechanical ventilation for health care facilities (perhaps not of this 


scale/type?).



I think that’s it, but let me know if you have any questions. I did 


speak with Jason, Doug and Hunter about improving 




communication to avoid the last minute/too late call for inspection. 


They each assured me that it was not deliberate, and that they 


would do better.
