A couple of comments on Tierney docs;

1. I appreciate the attempt to improve his documentation. I would suggest, however, that 

this is still far from the threshold we should accept for anything except the most 

rudimentary, un-occupied structure. We should not allow him, or anyone else, to "cut 

and paste" their way through a substantial construction project. His documentation 

needs to be his (or his agents) work, specific to his project, and be sufficient for code 

review. He cannot expect us to look at his submissions and decide what is intended to 

apply. His understanding of construction and building code is demonstrably not up to the 

needs of the project he is proposing. He needs professional assistance.

2. Also, we cannot allow or encourage plagiarism. He cannot use Thom's work (which Thom 

undoubtably paid for, that is likely under license) for his (Mr Tierney's) benefit. It 

needs to be clear that if we show applicant other packages that it is for example and 

establishing clear expectations, not photocopying.

3. He continually references IRC2006. We are under IRC2015. The specifics may not have 

changed , but they might have, and it speaks to his (in)attention to detail. Both 

documents are readily available on-line. Why does he use 2006? Sloppy. Risky.

Sorry if this seems harsh. I am concerned about treating all applicants equally and 

liability exposure of the town. It seems an excellent opportunity for clarity all around.

Hi Dave,

Here are the write-ups for the first two inspections completed to date. I've

cc'd Steve because, as we discussed, I am concerned that we handle Mr.

Tierney's project carefully. He appears cooperative, but I think we need to

send a clear and consistent message about our expectations for the

permitting/inspection process and although we want to preserve a helpful

"Plainfield Way", minimizing owners costs where we can, we also have a

responsibility to do our job as code enforcement officials. If we are not

careful with this project (and consistent across all projects), the town's

costs (and potential liability) are uncontrollable.

Looking forward, I think we might create some samples of documentation for

typical types of projects (SFH, Addition, Renovation, Shed/Out-building)

that we could point applicants to so they could see what will be considered

sufficient, and will make our process more efficient. Someone like Shawn

Rogers might be commissioned to create generic examples that are

deliberately non-computerized, but clear, to scale and properly/sufficiently

detailled. I think it would be a good investment with tangible/immediate

returns.
