I'm headed to fill out the permit tomorrow AM, and have the power company coming to take a look in the morning as well. 

To clarify, when/if the permit is approved, I will schedule the power company to come and increase the service entrance size. I will then run 2/0 copper (or 4/0 aluminum) SER cable from the meter base to the new 200A panel. At what point do you need to inspect? I'm not sure of the order of operations here, any light you could shed would be much appreciated.

My answer same day. Inspection needed when he is ready to reconnect to utility, needs our approval before they will reconnect. Next inspection is when the panel is all wired.

To clarify, all the breakers in the panel must be arc fault, or just the 100A that feeds the garage. They are like 10x the price

My reply. The 100amp to garage is a standard breaker. The breakers in the garage need to be GFI unless there is living space in the garage. The new house panel will need to have correct breakers installed per NEC.
