After my site visit w/Liz Guaraldi to look at the arena and subsequent thinking about the situation I do not feel that anything I observed should cause us to issue a “stop work order”.

I would agree that there are “fit and finish” workmanship, and material damage type issues, which would normally be required to be fixed for the project to be considered complete and acceptable to most owners, but I saw nothing that I could say was inconsistent with the submitted drawings, and nothing that I could say was not code compliant given that the building is still under construction.

If you are in agreement, I would call Ms Guaraldi and say the above and encourage her to work with her builder to complete the project. I would also tell her that she is free to make other arrangements for work on the building, but the town would need to have updated contractor contact information before they began work.

Any other considerations? Let me know if I should make the call.

Hello Ray,

I am trying to locate the foundation design documents, and the plot plan locating the new building on the site which we discussed back in March (recall the site visit on 3/15 and email 3/16). Did you ever send them? As requested in March, we need a stamped original of the foundation design on record. (We do have the digital set from Corle Building Systems which covers the steel structure). At a minimum the plot plan should show building location and property lines to ensure proper setbacks.

I understand that you are working through some issues with the owner. Dave or I are available as appropriate in our role as inspectors. Feel free to contact us if we may be of assistance. Please be advised that only work described on the existing application/permit is authorized, all work must comply with all applicable building codes and that all standard inspection procedures must be followed.

Good morning Ray,
Actually Ray that is not correct. I did not ask your crew to leave on the morning of 6-11-2018. I asked your crew foreman Nick, if you had met with or talked with The Town of Plainfield Building inspectors, as there are some issues with the building, that needs clarification in-order for further construction to continue. Nick, had called you around 7:22am to find out what the details were and if you had met with the inspectors. Since head inspector Dave Lersh was in the hospital, inspector Brad Atwater came to the farm that morning to talk with us to go over some of the issues that Mr. Lersh found from his inspection on 6-4-2018, reference his letter from 6-5-2018. Mr. Atwater arrived just after 10:15am on 6-11-2018. However, your work crew had already packed everything up and was gone by 8:30am. I just assumed you asked them to leave because you didn't have time to come out and talk with Mr. Atwater that morning.

On 6-6-2018 I sent you an e-mail indicating that you should contact the town inspector(s), by a means convenient for you such as: e-mail, a call or to meet with them to go over some of the concerns for construction.

A lot needs to be done to complete the arena and surrounding site work area, since it seems you've talked with inspector Atwater and gone over his concerns to this point, than shouldn't you continue?

These continuous delays are costing me a lot of business.

Once all is complete, inspected and approved by both the town and insurance, final payment can be made.

Below is a starter list of things that are to be completed:

Siding and roofing that has been bent, has screw holes, scratched and/or otherwise damaged will need to be replaced, as the building will leak. 

Purlins- the horizontal steel beam sections that are bent and/or damaged will also need to be replaced, perhaps some can be repaired? Manufacture should be asked first for structural integrity.

Trusses will need to be brought into proper alignment and squareness per blue prints, being stabilized properly by cable wires, per OEM print and installation guidelines for best practices.

Electrical wiring, lighting and large fans will need to be installed complete, emergency lights, exit signs, flood lights on gable ends, as well as the installation of proper kickboards per quote kickboards included in the cost of the building. Installation plans to be reviewed with inspectors.

3 Door designs will need to be submitted before construction is finished and placement on arena with a connection section to bring the arena back to what it was before.

Translucent sky light sections and translucent side panels around the arena are to be installed as we discussed. Invoice # 1070 paid for this. 

Drainage and the water lines for safety water spickets/spouts for both ends of the arena will need to be reviewed and completed with engineers/inspectors approval. 

Driveway repairs to be completed once all major truck deliveries have been made with material deliveries in relation to the arena construction.

Construction debris will need to be removed and disposed of once all construction is complete. Such as nails,screws, bolts, wood, metal scraps, plastic, and various other construction debris. See Demo Invoices paid.

Steel trusses and the steel bottom rim will need to be completely washed/cleaned, primed in some instances and painted on all surfaces with a 25yr outdoor steel preservative paint, no overspray on adjacent surfaces, per discussion on March 9, 2018.


You never scheduled regular site inspections nor produced OEM drawings or plans prior to any construction and on 12-28-2017 I sent you a draft copy of town permit to confirm that's what should be submitted, you said the town permit request was good to submit. At which time I also requested drawings for the building and foundation. The building and foundation is under review and on notice with inspectors and town. Please make sure the town of Plainfield has copies of the foundation, it should have been on file before cement was poured this winter, you had said you had taken care of this with inspector Brad Atwater back in February. I do not have any copies of state approved foundation plans either, please send me a copy as well. I'm also concerned that perhaps the arena was supposed to have frost walls, as you gave me an extra concrete invoice and steel invoice that was needed for the arena, that has been paid for.

How does this affect/effect the integrity of the structure?

There are several other outlining issues that will need to be addressed as well, but thought this would be a good start for you.

On 6-6-2018 I had requested a timeline for arena completion because so many of your promised completion dates have been missed. Please send a timeline as soon as possible as you know time is of the essence. These continuous delays in construction have cost me excessive amounts of business and the ability to have future business clients.

 If you have any questions, send an e-mail or we can coordinate and schedule an appoint with the inspectors, to discuss construction project. I do not feel comfortable talking with you on the phone.
