Rebar supported, tied together and ground wire attached to rebar. They will be ready at 1PM for the inspection of the wall forms tomorrow.

I inspected the wall forms for the frost walls for the garage and the addition. Three rows of rebar, tied together. I gave the okay to pour concrete.

I inspected the one inch blue foam on the outside of the frost wall for the addition, they were getting ready to put down vapor barrier before pouring the floor for the addition (no access crawl space), the other 2 inch required will be on the inside of the frost walls.

I inspected the vapor barrier for the addition and the one inch foam on the outside of the frost wall. Robin will install three inches of foam that will be under the floor and on the inside the frost walls. I also inspected the forms with rebar and ground wire for the garage/work shop. Rebar supported on concrete blocks.

I inspected the new meter panel that replaced the old one on the front corner of the house next to attached garage that was removed and new panel on right side of new addition. Since the questions did not affect the areas he wanted 

to drywall I told him he was ok to proceed with drywall. Contacted Dave. 


He agreed, based on percent of existing building being modified, that 


bedrooms must meet egress requirements. Also agreed partition between 


house and new garage must be dry-walled or meet equivalent smoke/flame 

spread requirements. I sent a text to Geoffrey with information. He 


confirmed receipt.
04-28-20
Met with owner to do the final inspection for the house and attached 


garage. Garage wall had sheetrock installed and upstairs bedroom had a 


new construction window installed that meets egress. Looked okay and I 


will issue a Certificate of Completion.
