I spoke w/Dave Lersch and we agreed that, given that the first floor 


exterior walls are completely open, the target insulation should be R20. 


(IECC2009 table 402.1.1).



If you strap the walls as planned you should be able to get an average of 


3” of spray foam. Check with the foam manufacturer and Installer to make 

sure R20 is achievable.



I expect that, with reasonable care, it will be, but I will be looking for a 


solid R20. If you could forward a cut sheet or website for the foam that 


would be helpful.
