I inspected the footer forms that were on several different levels. Rebar supported on chairs and tied together, also bent down in the steps to connect to rebar on next level. Ground wire installed. Will probably  be ready sometime next week for the walls.

07-09-19
I inspected the wall forms and gave the okay to pour concrete.


Time 0.7 

07-16-19
Robbie called for a perimeter drain and foundation coating inspection. Had him send pictures. 

07-19-19
Dave B called and wanted the frost wall forms for the garage inspected so he could pour concrete. Inspected forms with rebar, looked okay and told them they could pour.

07-29-19
Doug called and wanted me to inspect the drain plumbing in the basement so they could cover to insulate and pour. Looked okay and was pressure tested.

11-06-19
Jack called to have me inspect the trench from the road with conduit installed. Meter panel was installed with 200 ampere disconnect switch. Main panel is in garage. He will be doing the electrical himself. A transformer pad was behind the garage due to the long run from the road. The meter panel was grounded to two ground rods. Mentioned that the neutral/ground connection be removed from the main panel.

2/17
22 Columbus Jordan Road – Rogers: Met the owner on-site for rough-in inspection. Walked through the entire building. Electrical and plumbing looked fine. Two issues noted: walk-out basement floor (conc slab) appears to lap top of stem wall. Owner said there was no insulation under slab, but there was vertical insulation in the inside of the stem wall. There is no insulation visible on the exposed portion of the stem wall on the exterior side, so it appears to be a thermal short, and is not in compliance with the IECC/IRC. I also noted that the 2x12 rafters (12/12 pitch) butt into a 2x12 ridge held to the long point of the rafters leaving the lower 3’ of the rafters unsupported.  After some research I determined that with the ceiling joists acting as a collar tie, the load on the upper portion of the rafter would only require a 2x6 or 2x8 so even if the unsupported portion of the rafter ends split the remaining portion of the 2x12 would be sufficient to carry the load. I spoke w/Dave and he concurred. He said he would speak to the Owner about the slab/wall insulation.

Hi Dave,

It turns out the rafter support issue is not an issue. I called Greg and he said they did in fact use a beam in the cathedral area (I will confirm at the next inspection). In the other areas I believe the 2x12 was larger than req’d and the area actually supported by the 2x12 ridge would be sufficient for the loads in the areas concerned. So, not “to the letter” of the code, but acceptable.

Re: the basement floor slab detail. I’ve placed a call to Dave Beaulieu to confirm the wall/slab detail. When we know what is in place we can decide whether it’s compliant and if not, what to do about it.

I’ll keep you posted.
