When I made my site visit I didnâ€™t see some expected bracing on the garage trusses, but since I had not been involved with the project since the concrete work I had Dan forward the pdfâ€™s so I could review the design.

The truss design consists of â€œstandardâ€� bracing requirements (red sheets) and the project specific document (that Dan forwarded to me). This design calls for bearing blocks, hurricane ties, and various other bracing, some of which I did not see. All that needs to happen at this point is for someone to check and complete any missing work. If you have any question about what those documents call for you can contact the designer or I am happy to go through them with either/both of you. When the work is ready I would return to confirm.

Let me know if I can be of further assistance, or when you are ready for me to come back.

In the course of looking at the garage I asked about truss attachment and bracing. Dan indicated that Mountain Goat Construction had been hired to help erect the shell and that the owner had taken over the work from that point. He forwarded me the truss specs. I took a couple of pictures and we agreed that I would review the details and get back to him if I had any questions. I later reviewed the specs and called Peet Danen (Mountain Goat) who confirmed the division of work. Since there appeared to be some missing blocking and possibly other bracing needed I emailed the owner indicating that they should review the truss specs, especially the foot notes, and when the work was complete to call for a final inspection. I indicated that I was available if they had any questions.
