Thank you for returning my call earlier today.  Attached please find the revised permit plans.  Here is the revision to the permit. 

 

In addition to the originally proposed system contractor shall disconnect and remove the barn meter
and wiring. Contractor shall coordinate with the utility to remove the overhead line. Additionally,
contractor shall install a conduit from the house so that the existing panel in the barn will become
a 100A sub-panel. At the same time contractor shall install a spare 2” PVC conduit, from the house
to the barn.
