prior owner and had electrical power feed from new service from 
detached garage. Mail panel is in cabinet in kitchen. Steve wants to 
remove service from garage and install new panel with circuit breaker 
next to house meter, new panel inside and use existing panel as a junction 
box. I searched the records and there was never any call for inspections 
and the addition was built and permit was called complete when no 
response from owner to letter. The wiring that was done was not installed 
to code and will be replaced.

Dave,

I think I'm ready for the inspection now. Here's what's been done:

1.Â  New combination meter socket/panelboard with 150 A main breaker and subfeed lugs.

2.Â  New sub-panel inside house,Â  with 150 A main breaker, fed with 2/0 AL SER cable.

3.Â  Six AFCI breakers to feed existing circuits through existing panelboard (converted to junction box).

4.Â  New circuit, 4 wire receptacle and cord for electric range

5.Â  New circuit and 4 wire receptacle for dryer.

6.Â  New dedicated circuit for washing machine with AFCI breaker and GFCI receptacle

7.Â  Two new copper coated ground rods ten feet apart for new panelboard (also connected to existing ground cable and rod).

8.Â  Inter-system grounding bridge

9.Â  Outdoor receptacle at new panelboard with GFCI receptacle and in-use cover.

10.Â  New generator receptacle and panelboard interlock.

Once the the upgraded service is reconnected, the garage will be re-fed from the house and the service to the garage will be shut off

Met owner on-site. He said he had done the work with guidance from his father a retired electrician. (The list of activities is on the permit application) It is clear that earlier work performed by the previous owners was not cod compliant. To the extent that new work was visible it appears to be an improvement. I noted a couple of work items that needed to be addressed: branch feeds to new washer and dryer receptacles were surface mounted on the baseboard before entering wall cavity and into panel (owner indicated he would put them in wiremold) Otherwise, what I could observe looked ok. The record should be clear that prior (concealed) work has not been inspected or verified.
