A final inspections will be required when work is completed prior to issuing a Certificate of Occupancy.

looks like they won't meet code. Emailed Matt with information. Also telephone call with Matt earlier to go over permit process and other questions he had.

10-03-19
Matt said they were going to pour footer this week. I told him to have concrete guy call me so I can let them know what I required, also let Matt know.


Time 0.2

10-07-19
Matt called and said they were getting ready to pour. Went to site, concrete truck was there already. No ground wire, just a piece of rebar attached to horizontal rebar. Rebar supported on stones, but tied together.


Garage footer rebar setting on ground and no rebar in step. Let them know that rebar needed supported also and should be continuous with house rebar. They weren't happy but would comply. I told them I needed to see wall forms as well and would see pictures of garage footer when I came back.


Time 0.4

10-16-19
Went by early to see if they the wall forms ready, didn't want them to pour before I inspected, they were just getting started, They said they should be ready by 1PM. Went back and inspected the wall forms for the house and attached garage, looked okay.


Time 0.6


10-18-19
Inspected the perimeter drain pipes and where it went to daylight. Getting ready to seal foundation (Matt). Told them when ready they could backfill.


Time 0.4


10-21-19
Matt sent pictures showing all the perimeter piping and the foundation sealer, gave the okay to backfill.
1/22/20     23 Freeman Rd: George - Pre-permit/ZBA walk-thru

Met with owner’s caretaker (Name?) and contractor Dean Sellers. Garage was mostly clear of non-construction related materials. Some construction work appeared to be in progress. Reviewed plans and discussed what documents would likely be required for zoning and permitting. Discussed the necessity for owner to clarify intended use. Discussed particular areas of concern: foundation (bearing capacity, vapor barrier, bulk water management), Floor framing / point loads/load path, Roof framing. Who would be responsible for calculating loads. Contractor agreed to have owner contact town office to clarify intent and we would proceed from there.

2/4 
6 Center of Town Road – Moore: Met contractor on-site for electrical & plumbing rough-in. Plumbing under pressure and steady. Walked through entire project. Everything looked good. Small amount of electrical remaining on interior partition. Indicated that we would still need to check remaining electrical prior to sheetrock. Gave the ok to insulate.

04-10-20
Matt called to go over what was needed to move in his house. Counter top is there. He asked about doors without any decks or stairs and how to secure them until they are built. I told him to call bank to see if they needed a CO or would a letter stating it was safe to live there with the items needed to be completed for a CO. He would keep me informed.

Time 0.2 

04-24-20 Met Matt to do an inspection so he could move in. The items needed for a CO are installing hand rails for the steps in the garage to go to storage above, Boiler relief valve needs plumbed to 4" from floor, patio door to back yard need steps or the deck he is planning on, front porch needs steps, one of the upstairs bathrooms needs to have fixtures installed and flooring, and main stairs needs to have the two sections of railing connected using an offset railing section. I will give him a letter to occupy until these items are finished. The garage wall next to house as well as the upstairs storage has fire code sheetrock installed to the roof sheathing.

Time 0.6

06-04-21
I completed the final inspection. Low level deck out rear sliding doors, relief valve pipe installed,  and other items finished. Basement insulated and a future project will be to finish basement to living space. I issued a Occupancy Permit.
