34x34 addition, remodel house, elec/plum/heating
10-31-18
Permit 2018-79, 44 Dodge Road. I inspected the footer forms for the addition. Rebar on blocks, tied together, pinned to house footer and rebar installed in fall. I gave the okay to pour.


Time 0.4

11-08-18
Permit 2018-79, 44 Dodge Road. Received a call to inspect the wall forms. Looked okay, several rows of rebar and pinned to existing foundation at two locations. Will have a walkout on the rear of the foundation.


Time 0.3

06-04-19
Went to site to see progress. Most of the framing was completed, rough in plumbing installed and pressure tested, rough in wiring almost completed. Basement will be insulated on inside with at least R25. Inspection sheet only had first page for concrete inspections. Gave contractor full inspection guidelines and went over required inspections. Basement floor not poured yet, will have radon piping under floor. Siding going on and windows installed. Will inspect rough in next week.


Time 0.5

06-12-19
Contractor called and said they were ready for the rough in plumbing and electrical inspection. Plumber needs to install some metal plates yet but other than that the plumbing looked okay. Electrical looked okay, waiting on Eversource to place the pedestal so they can trench from there to the house. They will be installing a 22kw propane generator as well. The penetrations holes for the plumbing and wiring between floors will be fire-stopped by the insulators. One wall of original house is stripped of sheetrock and is only a 2x4 wall and the R-value cannot be met with fiberglass and needs to be spray foam insulation. The cathedral ceiling part of the addition was spray foamed and not sure it is R-38, he will check with insulation company. Balance of flat ceilings will be blown in to meet R-49. Did follow up, insulation was to code. Also Nate doesn't want to spend the money to bring up front wall of original house to energy code.

Time 1.0 

06-25-19
I inspected the insulation of the addition for both floors, had vapor barrier over insulation and vapor barrier on second floor ceiling where the insulation will be blown in. Nate didn't want to pay to have sheetrock removed to bring up original walls to current energy code.


Time 0.4

09-20-19
Went tot do the final inspection so they could move in this weekend. Flooring in addition was insulated to R-38 and basement walls were not insulated. That would meet code for unconditioned space but hot water heater mounted on ceiling made that basement section conditioned space and needs to have R-15 insulation. A new propane boiler was installed with baseboard heating in the original section of the basement. The old section that wasn't touched is not insulated and has some studded walls.


The second floor has new walls, insulated to code except right end wasn't touched and is unheated cold storage space, two rooms. On the first floor the right rear room is a play room and wasn't touched and does not meet code for insulation and electrical outlets need to be replaced to be brought up to code. I gave them permission to move in and told them to renew their permit to complete the electrical work, insulation in play room (three exterior walls) and wall on right side of first floor that was not renovated.

I will issue a letter stating the permit needs to be renewed and the work that needs to be completed before a Certificate can be issued.

Subject: Permit 2018-79 for renovating house and a 34'x34' addition. Map 260 Lot 21

An inspection by the Town Building inspector was completed on September 20, 2019 so that you could occupy the house. I gave verbal approval and stated that your permit needed to be renewed to complete the following work required by code to issue a Certificate. This is required because of the amount of renovation completed.

The addition basement is conditioned space and requires a R-15 value on walls that are below grade, walls at grade require R-19 insulation. The exterior walls on the first floor that were not renovated need to be brought up to the required insulation value and the play room needs to have child proof receptacles installed. 

This letter allows you to live in the house while completing the above items under your current permit that needs renewed. Inspections will be required when work is completed.
