Permit 2014-80, 71 Hell Hollow. I inspected the footer forms that Dave set up. Looked okay, rebar supported on chairs and ground wire installed.

07-07-15
Permit 2014-80, 71 Hell Hollow Road. I went by on the way home to see what has been done as I haven't heard from anyone. They were just starting putting up the wall forms. The back wall will have four rows of rebar and well as vertical rebar installed.

07-09-15
Permit 2014-80, 71 Hell Hollow Road. Stopped by to see the progress and all the rebar was in and all but a few inside panels were installed. There will not be any need to inspect again when Dave calls to get permission to pour.


Time 0.3 


07-23-15
Permit 2014-80, 71 Hell Hollow Road. Marie called last night and wanted me to call Mike,  I said have Mike call me to go over the requirements. I could also meet him at 7:30AM or around noon. She called back and he will meet me at the site at 7:30. He was only going to install two inch of insulation to grade. I told him it needed to be three inches and to the top of the wall. He said it would stick out three inches from the side of the house and water would get behind it. I told him usually the house and foundation measurements allow for the insulation not to stick out beyond the sides of the house. The inside walls are going to be insulated so the only issue with the foam is on the portion that is at ground level. He is going to pour the basement floor inside the walls so he could insulate with three inches of blue foam along the edge between the floor and the frost wall and forty-four inches under the basement slab. That would meet code. I gave him the web site for the EC-1 form and also told him he could get a copy at the town hall.

Permit 2014-80, 71 Hell Hollow Road. Inspected the electrical trench with conduit installed. Looked okay and told Michael he could cover. Also inspected the poured basement slab.

I inspected the buried  



electrical power installation and notified NH Co-Op that they could 


connect power and remove the temporary power.

Permit 2014-80, 71 Hell Hollow Road. I stopped by to see progress. Metal 

installed over foundation insulation. The off road side had the porch 


installed that came with the house. There is a main floor porch across 


length of the house on the road side. The house and the porches both had 


standing seam roofing.

03-08-16
Permit 2016-04, 71 Hell Hollow Road. Saw Maria at the school and she wanted me to go by the house. When I got there, no one was there. Looked over what has been done since last visit. Major change was the septic tank installed and leach field was finished, needs to be inspected, then covered.

05-10-16
Permit 2016-04, 71 Hell Hollow Road. Met with Maria to inspect the house. The house has water, sewage (approved by state), electric, working kitchen and bathroom. The front porch is all framed and will have windows installed. The siding on the left of the house needs finished as well as the lower entrance needs steps or a deck. Stairs to the basement needs to have a handrail. The utility room in the basement hasn't been started and the appliances are not installed. I will issue a temporary occupancy permit for six months as she has the work done when she has the money.

05-20-16
Permit 2016-04, 71 Hell Hollow Road. I went to check the electrical panels as I received an email from the state saying that the house was built in 2012  and needed to have ACFI breaker in kitchen as needed to meet  NEC 2012. I inspected the main panel which is now a secondary panel to see if the ACFI breaker was installed and to verify that the connection between the ground and neutral buss bars was removed. All was okay and I notified the state via email and received a reply that he completed the inspection in October when he was notified by Carriage Shed that the breaker was changed. I also verified the main panel in the basement had the required ACFI breakers. I also delivered the temporary Certificate of Occupancy to Marie.

07-30-17
Permit 2016-04, 71 Hell Hollow. Letter sent in May, still no contact. Only thing that was needed was to build a laundry room in the basement and then I could issue a CO.

07-17-18
Permit 2016-04, 71 Hayward Road. Met Maria the other day and she said she has Michael working on some drains in the basement. I made an appointment with Michael. When I got there were framed walls to make a laundry/mechanical room, a bathroom. Michael said he only did some plumbing to change the original position of the shower so he had to bust up some concrete to move the drain. Also plumbing was added for a kitchen sink, laundry unit, and toilet. Most was water supply lines as the drains were previously installed. I don't know who did the framing. Michael will let Maria know she needs a permit or at least renew this one that has expired.

When asked who had performed the plumbing and electrical work the contractor indicated that he had. When I asked if he was licensed in NH he said no. I indicated that I  did not believe that this was allowed, since he was not the owner. I indicated that I needed to discuss this with Dave and I left. I called Dave and he agreed and indicated that he would contact the contractor and owner.

I met Michael and Matt from Brite Lite to inspect the rough in electrical 


and the insulation bats in the front half on the basement. All looked okay 


and gave the okay to install sheetrock.
