The hot water from the boiler keeps hot water in storage tanks that are connected to the  roof mounted hot water solar panels. The storage hot water is distributed to either radiators or to a forced hot air heat exchanger.

Permit - Never applied for one. Owner wanted to have pellet boiler inspected and Frank (Fire Chief) called me and we set up a time to go over. When we arrived, we found a solar hot water unit on the roof and the rest of the system was in the basement. The system consisted of a large pellet bin for auto feeding the pellet boiler. The boiler supplied hot water to a heat exchanger mounted in the ductwork of their forced air furnace. It also provided hot water to storage units that were part of the roof mounted solar hot water system. It was installed correctly but he needs to have a CO detector mounted in the basement, connected to the rest of the monitored fire alarm system. When he gets that installed I will issue a Completion Certificate so he can get energy credit.
