Underground service (from pole to 


shed to house) enters lower level in PVC conduit to panel, surface 



mounted on plywood backer board attached to ICF Foundation wall. 


 Other ICF interior walls not currently covered. Observed rough-in 



complete thorough out home neat, plated where needed. Smoke/CO 


enclosures located as required. Jim and I discussed the practicality of a 


smoke detector on the main level. The area is not large and includes a 


range in the kitchen and a wood stove in the adjacent living room. 



Although there will be an exterior venting range hood, it is an “Open” 


floor plan and false detections  from either cooking or woodstove, seem 


likely. Jim would like to know if a high temp sensor would suffice? I also 


observed that one of the upper bedrooms has a large fixed window with a 


low sill height which raised the question of whether the widow should 


have tempered glass. I understand from the owner that the windows are 


recycled so he does not have a spec for the units. A quick look did not 


reveal any mark on the glass. Otherwise, with the exception of areas with 


plumbing, I think they are ok to insulate.



I also checked the IRC 2009 for the glazing question raised by the picture 


window in the bedroom. In this case I think section R308.4.3 Glazing in 


windows, is the relevant section and #2 the relevant subsection, which 


would classify the window as a hazardous location if the sill height were 


less than 18”. I believe the installation meets the other criteria, but the sill 


height might be higher than 18”, which would mean that it is not a 



hazardous location. Do you want to talk to the homeowner to check the sill 

height? Do you want me to? Let me know.
