Permit 2017-69, 235 Route 120.  Lundrigan – New steel building rte 120 – 
I met Patrick on-site to inspect plumbing and electrical rough-in of 
bathroom and utility room (new work since last inspection). The interior 



partitions creating the two rooms looked fine. Electrical feeds (bx) were 



plated where appropriate and devices already installed and plated although 
no drywall was installed. The plumbing was connected to fixtures (no 
pressure test to observe). Pat did not know if the plumber had performed a 



pressure test. I called Boisvert Plumbing & Heating asking for verification 
that a pressure test had been performed. I have not heard back. Otherwise 



the work looked fine. They will be completing the mezzanine later and 



will call for inspections. The stairs to that level have a temporary railing 



(not compliant for permanent as currently installed. 
04-03-18
Permit 2017-69, 235 Route 120. Pat requested a final inspection so he 
could have the completion paperwork for the bank. Inspected the slab 
radiant heating connection to an outside boiler. Inspected plumbing and 



electrical.
