They will have to use ground rods as a continual loop of rebar is needed, not just a piece. Ann asked what could be done and I said not much unless you want to blow up what is done and start over, not an option. We discussed inspections and what I would be looking for.

I sent Liberty a email that stated that I need to inspect all the conduit and trench to the pole as well as later the wires installed to notify them they can energize.
