07-07-15
Permit 2015-25, 48 Ladieu Road. I received a call yesterday to let me know that the plumbing and electrical for the new laundry upstairs was completed and already had sheetrock installed. He said he would remove the sheetrock so I could inspect the work after I let him know that I needed to inspect it. When I arrived the sheetrock was removed and I inspected the electrical and plumbing. The only thing that was needed was to fire stop the holes to the attic and first floor. Most of the sheetrock was removed from the kitchen walls and although most of the plumbing and wiring was not going to be changed, the holes in the plates needed to be fire stopped as well as any other code issues. We discussed the masonry oven. It sounded like a manufactured unit to be installed in the middle of the kitchen and vented through the second floor and attic. After I left the mason called and discussed the project. It is not a pre built unit. He will be constructing it and it will be a fireplace with a small oven. The chimney will be masonry until the ceiling and then triple  walled pipe to the roof.


I will be going this afternoon to see him to get more of the details as the construction will be heavy and I need to see what is going to support the weight of it.


Time 0.4
07-07-15
Permit 2015-25, 48 Ladieu Road. I went back to talk to the mason. All the work was completed in the basement and they have pictures which I will look at on the next inspection. A section of the 4" basement floor was removed where the wood stove will be placed upstairs. They poured an 18 inch slab for the foundation. Then concrete blocks were laid in the shape of a square figure eight up to near the bottom of the floor joists. Then a slab of concrete was poured with rebar installed, then a row of solid concrete blocks, then another reinforced concrete slab, that put the structure even with the first floor. A vapor barrier was installed and then concrete backed board. I looked a the booklet that had views of different shapes that could be built and construction views. The stove will be 3-4 feet square with a metal door for the fire box that will be lined with fire bricks. The oven with a metal door is above the fire box prior to the rest of the chimney. It will go almost to the ceiling and then convert to triple wall 


pipe that will go through the second floor, attic and the roof. It will have insulation around the structure and then have 2-1/2 inch thick soap stone installed. He will call as he gets further along so I can see the construction.

08-27-15
Permit 2015-25, 48 Ladieu Road. Stopped by to see the progress. The wood burning stove was almost completed except for the metal chimney pipe. Inspected the rough in wiring that was being done by cutting holes in the wall and ceiling and mounting some can light fixtures and additional receptacles and switches. The kitchen had the cabinets in place but no counter tops yet. Everything looked okay.

09-10-15
Permit 2015-25, 48 Ladieu Road. Inspected the wood burning stove's flue through the second floor to the roof. Triple wall pipe and metal fire stops installed. Okay to close in vent pipe.

10-27-15
Permit 2015-25, 48 Ladieu Road. Contractor called for a final inspection. Everything looked okay during the walkthrough. A few wall plates were off in the kitchen as they were finishing the tile backsplash. I will issue a Completion Certificate.
