Jason called the other day to have me inspect his house so he could get an occupancy permit. Scheduled for today. Needs steps to right entrance, porch on front door, decks on rear of house for first floor patio doors and one for second floor door in bedroom. Radiant heat installed and working, water heater working, no flooring installed (hardwood flooring ready to be installed on first and second floor. Attic all finished except for hand railing on stairs and railing for the edge of the floor where the stairs are. Bathroom floors, ceramic installed, downstairs bathroom no fixtures, upstairs bathrooms, one has shower and toilet and no vanity installed, other bathroom just flooring installed. Walls are being painted and most electrical boxes need wall plates installed. Basement and main stairs need handrails and main stairs are open on one side, no railing. Main stairs are temporary, open between treads. Basement is insulated, vapor barrier installed, no sheetrock yet. Area for bathroom has plumbing, interior walls do not have sheetrock yet. Wires in electrical boxes have wire nuts installed, no devices and no cover. Kitchen area has electrical and plumbing, but no installed kitchen. I told Jason to get a temporary CO he would need a working kitchen, one completed bathroom, all wall plates installed and either devices with wall plates or blank wall plates installed, railing for stairs, and banisters installed in attic, second floor next to hole for stairs and along one side of main stairs. I also let him know his permit expired in August 2017 and a letter was sent at that time, never got a response.
