1/14     1068 Route 120: Callahan - Utility meter re-set

I met electrician on-site. I observed a new cable on rake into meter socket ready for connection to OH drop. Panel in basement has new main breaker. Electrician indicated that that he had verified that each branch was functioning properly after repair of some minor mouse damage. Much of the basement debris seen on previous visit had been removed as well as obstructions around entrance panel. I indicated that we would need to see any new work (moving a partition on ground floor is planned) at rough-in. Gave the ok to re-connect service.

2/19
1068 Route 120 – Callahan: Met contractor on-site for electrical rough-in (partial – kit/laundry). Drywall was removed in kit exterior wall and partition with laundry/living room and roughly 50% of laundry room exterior wall. Framing is 2x4 throughout so exterior walls have r11. I indicated that since west exterior wall was substantially removed (and he had discussed spray foam for the basement) that they should consider foaming the ext wall to get to current code. The contractor seemed agreeable. I indicated that I would speak to Dave to confirm. I would only call if it was not necessary. The electrical looked fine. Kit and laundry plumbing will come up through the floor and not be in the ext. wall. 

03-10-20
Discussed section of rear wall, about 20+ feet that had sheetrock removed,

rest of house has R-11 in walls, since the exposed studs make about 27% of total outside walls, I let him know to use 3-1/2 R13 insulation. Confirmed with Brad. Doing foam won't help the overall efficiency.  

3/16
1068 Rte 120 – Callahan: Met Contractor on-site for insulation inspection (kitchen / laundry ext wall and attic) prior to hanging drywall. Fiberglass wall insulation well fit through-out. Attic Blow-on neat and even as well. Gave ok to proceed with hanging drywall.

04-14-20
I met with electrician and inspected the installation of the new 100 ampere panel and wiring. Gave the okay to close up.

06-19-20
Met with contractor and completed the plumbing inspection. New septic system installed in front yard contains tank and pump to pump to raised filter bed. I will check on basement insulation on next inspection as either the walls or floor needs insulation.
